1. Welcome

2. Approval of Minutes

3. Guidelines on Course Registration Policies for Military-Related Students
Action is required by the university due to changes to the Code of Virginia §23-9.2:3.7 B – C passed by the Virginia General Assembly 

· Policy statement on "reasonable" registration accommodations provided to military-related students (old business)
· Policy statement on transfer credit for military education and training (new business)

Action by the Committee

The committee approved the following:

Registration

· Priority registration will be granted to active members of the military and members of the Virginia National Guard.

     Transfer Credit

· A student who has been in military service may request up to eight credits in physical education, with one credit awarded for each full year of service of active duty. No credit is given for service lasting less than one year. A copy of the discharge form with dates of service must be submitted to the Office of Academic and Career Services to request the awarding of these credits.

· A maximum of 30 military credits will accepted following the American Council on Education (ACE) guidelines for evaluating educational experience in the armed services.
· Active military students enrolled in the BLS program may transfer a maximum of 90 credits.
· Active military students in the BA/BS program will have transfer credits evaluated on a case by case basis by the Office of Academic and Career Services.
· Active duty military may request a waiver to the residency requirement policy by presenting military orders to the Office of Academic and Career Services. 

4. Commencement Participation 

Provost Levin recommended changing the Commencement Policy to allow students who are only 6 or 9 (number TBD) credits shy of the required total for graduation to walk in Commencement.
Action by the Committee

The committee approved the following:

Students will be allowed to participate in Commencement exercises provided only 9 or fewer credit hours are needed to complete degree requirements.
5. Policy on Incompletes 
Question sent to the committee by a faculty member – Should there be a policy regarding incompletes for summer courses (5-week or 10-week) and for the COB 8 week courses?

Following a review of the policy by the committee, no change in the current policy was recommended. However, further clarification of the policy will be outlined in the catalog.
